A visually powerful photographic journey of eastern intrigue across land and sea starting in South Korea with the desire to enter one of the most talked about, but unknown countries in the world, North Korea. From there Barrett focuses on what he found on a meandering path into conflict, poverty and understanding with images of the people and places in Siberia, Central Asia, Iran, Eastern Turkey, Georgia including the refugee camps from the Russian conflict of 2008, the largest Roma community in Europe found in Macedonia, and Mitrovitica in Kosova where too many lives have been shaped by hatred.
This is Christopher Barrett’s first solo show. He studied Fine Art at Nottingham Trent University and traveled to South Korea to teach English, living there for more than three years. His journey back to Britain took seven months overland giving him ample opportunity to observe life in many difficult and dangerous situations which have informed his photographic practice.
